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Sec. 2.202 Persons Authorized to Conduct Ceremony

1. Licensed or ordained Christian minister or priest
2. Jewish rabbi
3. Officer of a religious organization, who is authorized by organization to conduct marriages
4. Justice of the Supreme Court, judge of the court of criminal appeals, justice of the courts of appeals, judge of district, county, and probate courts, judge of county courts at law, judge of the courts of domestic relations, judge of juvenile courts, retired justice of the peace or judge. 

Sec. 2.204 Waiting Period

The Marriage ceremony may not take place during a 72 hour period immediately following the issuance of the marriage license unless an applicant is active duty military, OR a judge waives the 72 hour waiting period for a good cause.

· PLEASE NOTE:  If you wish to be married immediatly after license issuance, you will need to have the waiting period waived by a judge.
